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4th_5th grades — Hebrew is a beautiful Language

The program is designed for elementary school students, Hebrew speakers, who have
completed the process of acquiring reading and writing skills.

This year, we continue to work on accuracy and fluency in reading, as well as reading
stamina - the ability to read for extended periods without "getting tired"” (this is an
automation aspect of reading). In the second year, there will be a gradual transition to
reading without punctuation. In terms of understanding the text, we will continue to
deepen our understanding of various types of texts and delve into them.

Additional topics that will be emphasized include expanding vocabulary and
understanding the text even when we don't know all the words, roots, linking words,
relationships, and more...

Of course, the cultural aspect continues to be one of the pillars of the program - we will
continue to learn about and explore the holidays, enjoying experiential celebrations
appropriate for our age. We will become acquainted with Israeli writers and poets, play
and perform in Hebrew. In fourth grade, we will begin to learn and relate to national
memorial days - the assassination of Rabin, Holocaust Remembrance Day, Memorial
Day for the Fallen Soldiers of Israel, and Victims of Hostile Actions. Naturally, we will
approach these topics with appropriate sensitivity and integrate age-appropriate
content.
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Principles of the curriculum:

1. Use of innovative teaching materials that support our learning objectives. Integration
of age-appropriate games, classroom movement, extensive use of technology, and
more...

2. “Bookworm” - Introducing children to several books by Israeli authors, reading
individually and together as a class. Children will complete tasks following reading and
maintain a simple reading journal.

3. Experiential learning that corresponds to the holidays, including holiday parties, quick
reviews of customs and holiday stories, and deeper exploration of other aspects of the
holidays - interpersonal relationships, values, science, and more...

Program objectives by the end of the year:

1. Children will engage in fluent and accurate reading of texts studied in class and
suitable works for their level, with comprehension.

2. Children will write simple and complex sentence paragraphs, structurally correct.

3. Children will write a story with a central event and a series of occurrences.

4. Children will extract information and opinions from a narrative and learn to maintain
a reading journal. They will expand their vocabulary.

5. Children will develop their speaking skills: express themselves orally and understand
what is heard.

6. In fifth grade, children will read simple sentences without punctuation.

A typical lesson structure that advances the program's objectives:

The lesson begins with a warm-up activity related to the topic - a game or amusement
(crossword puzzle, word search, riddle, etc.).

Then, there is a discussion on the lesson topic or topics from the children's world to
enrich vocabulary and formulate correct sentences and questions. During the lesson,
various texts are read, including reading books. We will answer questions about
comprehension of the reading, and writing activities following the text. Language skills
are integrated through the text or language tasks in worksheets. The lesson concludes
with a game, song, or creation in Hebrew. During holidays, the lesson structure varies
according to the holiday's celebratory nature.
