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Growing Up in Hebrew
This program is designed for Hebrew-speaking children who have acquired reading and
writing skills and wish to continue deepening and practicing the language, enriching
their Hebrew toolbox, and exposing themselves to relevant and innovative content
about Israel. The program was developed after years of working with adolescents and
integrates materials relevant to children's lives, project-based learning, independent
exploration, and teamwork.

Principles of the curriculum:

1. Use of a collection of contemporary texts of various types, including newspaper,
video books, and websites online. In addition to project based learining that will be
implemented throughout the year.

2. Current Affairs - Once a month, children will need to present (not mandatory in a
frontal manner) a topic that is on the public agenda, preferably in Israel. The project
develops research, editing, reading, writing, and presentation skills.

3. "On the Map" - Once a month, we will "go" on trips throughout Israel. We will get to
know the map of Israel, regions, major cities, places, and sites. Children will be asked
to help gather information about the city/region studied that month. By the end of the
year, children will be able to locate areas/sites/cities on the map.

4. Bookworm - We will continue to introduce children to books by Israeli authors,
reading individually and together in class. Children will complete tasks following reading
and fill out a reading journal.

5. Experiential learning compatible with the holiday season, including holiday
celebrations, quick review of customs and holiday stories, and deepening other aspects
of the holidays - interpersonal relationships, values, science, and more...
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Program goals at the end of the year:

1. Children will read fluently and accurately texts learned in class and appropriate works
for their level while mastering the alphabet and understanding the written word. They
will be able to extract information from texts and share their knowledge with the group.
2. Children will write simple and complex sentences, grammatically correct, in writing
various texts for different purposes and audiences.

3. Children will write a story with a central event and multiple occurrences.

4. Children will report on events from the local environment or current events they
heard, experienced, or read about.

5. Children will expand their vocabulary.

6. Children will become familiar with common expressions/idioms/proverbs.

7. Children will develop their speaking skills: express themselves orally and understand
what is heard.

8. Children will be able to mark five sites/cities/regions on the map of Israel.

Typical lesson structure:

In this group, we diversify and modify the lesson structure according to the topic of the
lesson and the project we are working on. Of course, everything is coordinated with the
learners, and they understand what is expected of them.
